Unit 2  Festivals around the world
Analysis of the teaching material: （教材分析）
1．Position and content: (地位及作用)
本单元以节日为话题，介绍古今中外节日的种类、由来、意义以及人们的活动和习俗，旨在通过本单元的学习使学生不但了解我国的节日，而且对外国的节日也有所了解，进而拓展社会文化背景、增加跨国文化知识.

The topic of this unit is festivals,which introduce the category, cause and meaning of the festivals both in and out of China. The students are expected to have a good understanding of the chinese and foreign festivals, so as to develop their social cultural background and increase their multinational cultural knowledge.
本课是必修三第一单元第一课，包括warming up 和 reading.Warming Up 旨在激发学生的兴趣，激活他们关于节日的背景知识，为本单元的学习做准备。Pre-reading是Reading 的热身活动。主要通过两个问题引导学生思考并讨论自己最喜欢的节日及欢度方式，进而了解学生对节日的认识，以便为阅读作好铺垫。Reading 的五篇小短文分别介绍古代节日、亡灵节、纪念名人的节日、丰收节、春天的节日等，使学生了解各种节日的由来及其存在的意义。此部分载有Festivals的重要信息,处理时应作为重点、整体处理。
This is the 1st period of Unit 1, including warming up and reading. The aim of Warming Up is to stir up the student's interest and activate their background knowledge concerning festivals and do preparation for the study of this unit. Pre-reading is the warming up activies of reading, which mainly guide studens to think and discuss their favourite festivals. Enable students to get ready for the reading. The five short passages in Reading introduce ancient festivals, festivals of the dead, festivals to honour people, harvest festivals and spring festivas. They make students understand the cause of various festivals and the meaning of their existence.This part carries the important information of festivals, so we should make it the key point and manage it as a whole.

2.  Teaching key point and difficulties: （教学重难点）
1. Let students learn more about history and basic knowledge of festivals.

. Analysis of Teaching and Learning(教法分析与学法指导)

How to teach教法设计
Task-based Language Teaching (任务型教学) : 创设多种任务，使学生愉快地通过逐步完成任务而掌握文章脉络。
Fast reading Approach (速读教学法): 通过快速阅读提高学生对知识和信息的鉴别能力，吸收能力和存储能力，进而提高学习效率。
Communicative Approach (交际教学法): 通过开展Pairwork和Groupwork,使学生在交流中掌握本节课的重点内容。
How to learn学法要点
Students should be good at grasping the chance of communication in English. They can experience it happily.

They should take an active part in the class activities and do well in the cooperation with their partners.

Ⅳ. The Analysis of Teaching Process教学过程
→Step 1 Leading-in

(At the beginning of the class, the teacher can have a free talk with students. Ask them the following questions:

Did you have a good time in your winter holidays?

When did you feel most happy and excited?  Why?

As the questions are simple and close to students’ daily life, they can focus their mind on the class as soon as possible and join in the activities.)

→Step 2 Warming up

Pick up the definition of festivals from the textbook.

Task 1. Let students brainstorm some Chinese festivals.

(Spring Festival, Lantern Festival, Mid-Autumn Festival, Dragon Boat Festival, Tomb sweeping, May Day, Children’s Day, Army’s Day, Teachers’ Day. . . ) 

 (These are chinese traditional festivals. The majority of students are quite familiar with them and they must have a lot to say. So I will get them have a discussion in pairs. For example, at the Spring Festival, people eat dumplings while at the Mid-Autumn Day, people eat mooncakes. Duing the Lantern Festival, people try to solve the puzzles on the lanterns and eat yuanxiao and get all their families united in the joyful atmosphere. A very popular dish at Dragon Boat Festival is zongzi. The students shoud grasp the chance of communication in English. Though the above step I believe the students will be the real masters in class while the teacher himself acts as the director, )

Task 2. Let students brainstorm some foreign festivals. 

(Valentine’s Day, Carnival, Easter, Halloween, Thanksgiving Day, Christmas, Fool’s Day, Mother’s Day, Father’s Day. . . )

 (These are some famous foreign festivals. Some students may not be familiar with them. So it’s necessary to introduce some information, like the date, origin ,tradition and symbols of the festivals. For example, at Valentine’s Day, the lovers send roses to express their love. The pictures can give students deep impression and  arose their interest. The learning tip which is chinese brief introduction can widen their knowledge. The same is with the Carnival. The Easter eggs and bunny are popular symbols at Easter while the caved pumpkin lantern is the symbol of Halloween and the turkey at Thanksgiving.)

→Step 3 Pre-reading

(The Pre-reading is a continuation of the Warming Up and it moves the discussion to a more personal level. The teacher should let students discuss the questions and predict what kind of information will be introduced in the Reading.)

1. Let students discuss the following questions:

What festivals or celebrations do you have in your city or town?  What part of a festival do you like best—the activities, the music, the sights, the food or the people who visit?

2. Ask students to look at the pictures and title of the passage in Reading. Discuss in pairs what kind of information will be introduced in the passage.

(This step is designed to train students’ ability to predict the content of a passage according to the title.)

→Step 4 Reading

Task 1. Give students 2 minutes, and ask them to skim the passage for information to tell if the following sentences are True or False. (This step is to train students’ skimming skills.)

1)The ancient people needn’t worry about their food. 　(F)

2)Halloween used to be a festival intended to honor the dead. 　(T)

3)Qu Yuan was a great poet who people honor a lot in China. 　(T)
